STUDENT SCHOLARSHIP AWARD
I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this contest is to assist college and university students in obtaining an undergraduate degree in an Occupational Safety and Health related field and to promote excellence in performance during the completion of curriculum requirements.
II. AWARD

The Chapter anticipates giving One (1) $1000.00 award distributed annually.  Participants must meet all eligibility criteria and submit one project meeting all judging criteria.  Projects will be judged against all other submissions during scholarship application period.

III. ELIGIBILITY

Student eligibility is as follows:

i.) Students must be enrolled (as determined by your college or university) in a degreed program emphasizing career placement in the Occupational Safety and Health field during the time of scholarship award application.

ii.) Students must be an active participating member of the West Michigan ASSE or the WMASSE Student Chapter.  Active participation is defined as attending at least five (5) chapter, student chapter and/or board meetings within current academic year (September-June).

iii.) Students must have earned a minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale in courses related to Occupational Health and Safety.

iv.) It is preferred, but not required, that students currently working full-time in the Occupational Safety and Health field who qualify for tuition and book reimbursement through their employer not accept the scholarship monies. These students may submit entries for recognition and development and donate the scholarship back to the Student Chapter, if they so choose.

IV. COMPETITION
The student must choose one of the following:
A.   Prepare a PowerPoint Presentation OR typewritten paper meeting the following format guidelines:

i.) PowerPoint Presentations must be at least 15 slides in length

ii.) Typewritten papers must be at least 3 pages in length, double spaced.  

iii.)  If any pictures or illustrations are included, they do not count toward the length of 3   pages or 12 slides of material.  

The student must choose one of the following topics for the paper or PowerPoint presentation:

· The student’s future goals as an Occupational Safety and Health professional including personal views on the direction the profession is headed.
· A case study discussing a project done during an internship or other school activity including findings discovered during the project.  (For example: How an ergonomic assessment was conducted, problems found during the assessment, the recommendations made to the company, what the company did with the recommendations and the effects those recommendations had on the workers and/or the company’s bottom line.  Other topics that could be covered: indoor air pollution controls, noise controls, etc…)
· The paper or PowerPoint presentation may be a previous work that was done for a class or internship that may be altered if needed for this contest.

· The PowerPoint presentation may not be a training program.
B. 
Prepare a safety training video.

i.) 
      The video must be at least 15 minutes in length.

ii.) The video may be either VHS or DVD readable.  Please do not submit videos via e-mail.
iii.) A brief narrative of the video must be included with the video.  Videos will be judged more heavily on content than quality; however, videos with such poor quality that they cannot be viewed without much difficulty will be disqualified.
Some examples that the video may cover are:

· Bloodborne Pathogens, Forklift Safety, Fire Safety, or HAZCOM, etc.  
V. DUE DATES

Applications and projects or papers must be submitted by February 1, 2006 to the address listed below.  An application form must be submitted with project to be eligible for consideration.  Awards winners will be announced on or before March 10, 2006. Winners will also be notified by mail.  Only one submission per student, please.
